House Party Directions to Hebron Hall: 
 
Leave the M4 motorway at Junction 33 and take the first 
exit (A4232) signposted Cardiff Airport and Barry.  
 
Leave the dual carriageway after 3.1 miles at the 
Culverhouse Cross interchange. On the slip road follow 
the centre lane through the traffic lights and take the third 
exit (A4050 Port Road) signposted Cardiff 
Airport and Barry. 
 
Follow this road for 1.7 miles through traffic lights and 
across four roundabouts. (Do not be tempted to turn off at 
the sign for Dinas Powys on the fourth roundabout). 
 
At the fifth roundabout, take the first exit (A4231 Barry 
Docks Link Road) signposted Sully and Docks. 
 
At the second roundabout (McDonald's on right), take the 
first exit left onto the A4055 Cardiff Road, following signs 
for Dinas Powys. 
 
After about 1¼ miles you will see Neuadd Hebron/Hebron 
Hall signposted to the right. Take this right turn onto 
Cross Common Road and almost immediately turn sharp 
left, then right again into our driveway.
